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Abstract

Traditional cartography has always aimed to simplify reality to reduce the amount of information presented to a map user, at least in part to overcome the limitations of the communications technology of the 16th century. Many of these limitations are no longer relevant and every address, every building, every business has a story to tell. In the near future it will be possible to visualize information about almost every feature we seen around us, and to leave our own annotations about them for others to use. In this presentation I will describe how geographic information may become ambient and the impact this may have on society.
