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Abstract

The paper presents the development of a spatial public services allocation model for the Palestinian Territories utilizing GIS. The model defines the organizational structure of service centers, their hierarchies and their hinterlands in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. Defining spatial allocation model aimed at the provision of the foundation needed to achieve more efficient distribution of public facilities to ensure equity of access, reduce the problem of inequality, and increase accessibility with minimum cost. The implementation of such a model will lead to maximization of public services and facilities availability in different communities and sub-regions. Defining these centers and their hierarchies provides the overall framework for all decisions and actions related to the rational provision of public services, proper allocation of resources, as well as the identification of public services development priorities on the national level.
